In 2011, the YMCA will be expanding our community reach to 
Rio Rancho, with a 20,000 sq. ft. facility located at Sundt and 
HW 528. This 20,000 sq. ft. facility will ultimately include:

•	 Wellness Center - 6000 sq. ft. with group exercise 
rooms, state of the art fitness equipment, 30 minute 
circuit training area, and free weight area. 

•	 Gymnasium - 6000 sq. ft. with upper level walking 
track.

•	 Teen and Youth Center - 1800 sq. ft. with computers, 
Wii’s, and more.

•	 Senior Center - 1000 sq. ft. with kitchen.
•	 Child Watch Center - Child Care while parents workout.
•	 Men’s & Women’s Locker Rooms
